Certificate of Eligibility (COE) and Visa Procedures
for International Research Students Residing Abroad

Upon application for a “Student” visa, you will be required to obtain the Certificate of Eligibility (COE).
The COE Desk, Division of the Student Exchange, University of Tsukuba files your application to
the Tokyo Regional Immigration Bureau for the COE on your behalf and sends it to you by e-mail

when it is 1ssued.

Procedures for COE

Send the “APPICATION FOR CERTIFICATE OF ELIGIBITY” and all the required documents
to the Division of Student Exchange, University of Tsukuba, together with other application

documents for research students.

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The COE Desk files your application to Tokyo Regional Immigration Bureau.
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Procedures for VISA \

Apply for the “Student” visa at the Embassy or Consulate General of Japan in your country.
*Required documents: COE, passport, Certificate of Granting Permission for Admission
Formalities by the university, etc.
Confirm with the Japanese Embassy or Consulate General about the detail.

Usually it takes about 5 working days to issue the visa after submitting the application.
